Resolution 58/8

Special session of the General Assembly on the world drug
problem to be held in 2016

The Commission on Narcotic Drugs,

Recalling the Political Declaration and Plan of Action ontdmational
Cooperation towards an Integrated and Balancedte&gfyato Counter the World
Drug Problenf2 adopted by the General Assembly in its resolut@4/182 of
18 December 2009,

Recalling also General Assembly resolutions 67/193 of 20 Decemb@t?,
68/197 of 18 December 2013 and 69/201 of 18 Decemb@l4, entitled
“International cooperation against the world druglkgem”,

Recalling further General Assembly resolution 69/200 of 18 Decemb@t4,
entitled “Special session of the General Assembiytize world drug problem to be
held in 2016",

Recalling its resolution 57/5 of 21 March 2014, entitled &yl session of the
General Assembly on the world drug problem to biel ve 2016”,

Recalling also its decision 57/2 of 4 December 2014, entitled€jparations for
the special session of the General Assembly onwbedd drug problem to be held
in 2016",

1. Welcomes the decision made by the General Assembly in its
resolution 69/200 that the Commission on Narcoticud®, as the central
policymaking body within the United Nations systedealing with drug-related
matters, should lead the preparatory process fersimecial session of the General
Assembly on the world drug problem to be held in1@0by addressing all
organizational and substantive matters in an opeted manner;

2. Decides, in response to the request made by the Geners#mily in its
resolution 69/200, to continue to take all possibleasures to ensure an adequate,
inclusive and effective preparatory process for gpecial session by using its
existing meeting and reporting entitlements in thest efficient manner;

3. Also decides that, in preparation for the special session, ill \wold
formal meetings following its fifty-eighth sessioincluding two formal meetings
during its reconvened fifty-eighth session in Debem 2015, and up to
eight meetings during its fifty-ninth session, te held in March 2016, and that it
will hold intersessional meetings with a view toeparing for those formal
meetings;

4. Recalls the invitation by the General Assembly to the Rfest of the
Assembly to support, guide and stay involved in pneparatory process, notes with
appreciation the ongoing coordination with the Rtest of the Assembly, and looks
forward to continuing close cooperation with thee$ldent of the Assembly in the
preparations for the special session;
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5. Resolves to inform the General Assembly regularly about therk it is

undertaking in preparation for the special sessianluding by presenting a report
on the progress made in the preparations to thembl/ during the consideration
by the Assembly, at its seventieth session, of #genda item on international
cooperation to address the world drug problem;

6. Decides to recommend to the Economic and Social Coundl @pproval

of the following draft resolution for adoption blga General Assembly:

assessment of the achievements and challengesuntaring the world drug
problem, within the framework of the three inteinatl drug control
conventions and other relevant United Nations unsgnts,

Recalling also its resolutions 68/197 of 18 December 2013 an®®3/of
18 December 2014, entitled “International coopematagainst the world drug
problem”,

Recalling further its resolution 69/200 of 18 December 2014, erditle
“Special session of the General Assembly on theldvairug problem to be
held in 2016",

1. Welcomes Commission on Narcotic Drugs resolution 58/8 of
17 March 2015;

2. Decides that the special session on the world drug probldihbe
convened for three days, from 19 to 21 April 201, United Nations
Headquarters in New York, following the fifty-ninthsession of the
Commission on Narcotic Drugs, scheduled to be lireldlarch 2016;

3. Also decides that the organizational arrangements for the speci
session will be as follows:

(a) The special session shall consist of a gérdhate and interactive,
multi-stakeholder round tables conducted in patdfieghe plenary;

(b) The opening of the special session shalludel statements by the
Secretary-General, the President of the Generakmby, the Chair of the
Commission on Narcotic Drugs, the Executive Direavd the United Nations
Office on Drugs and Crime, the President of theelnational Narcotics
Control Board and the Director General of the Wdilelalth Organization;

(c) The general debate shall include statemewntthb regional groups,
Member States, observer States and observers, arglevnternational
organizations and representatives of non-governaierganizations;
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(d) Representatives of non-governmental orgaidmat in consultative
status with the Economic and Social Council areitad to participate in the
special session in accordance with the rules ofcgdare and established
practices of the General Assembly;

(e) In accordance with the rules of procedure pnactices developed
for other special sessions of the General Assemtilg President of the
General Assembly, in consultation with the Comnaasion Narcotic Drugs,
which will take into consideration inputs from otheelevant stakeholders,
including civil society, shall draw up a list of peesentatives of relevant
non-governmental organizations, representatives cofil society and the
scientific community, academia, youth groups anbeotrelevant stakeholders
that may participate in the special session, witle degard to geographical
balance;

(f) The Commission on Narcotic Drugs, as the tgnfieading the
preparations for the special session, shall addmesan open-ended manner,
supported and guided by the President of the GénaAssembly, the
organizational arrangements, including chairinganagements, speakers and
participation, for the following round tables, whilconsidering the Political
Declaration and Plan of Action on International @emation towards an
Integrated and Balanced Strategy to Counter theldvBrug Problenf4 in
line with General Assembly resolutions 67/193 aRd261:

Round table 1: Demand reduction and related nreasuincluding
prevention and treatment, as well as health-relassdes; and ensuring
the availability of controlled substances for medicand scientific
purposes, while preventing their diversion (“drueged health”):

(i) Demand reduction and related measures, dinty prevention
and treatment, as well as health-related issuetuding HIV/AIDS
prevention, treatment and care;

(i) Ensuring the availability of controlled sstances for medical
and scientific purposes, while preventing theiretsion;

4. Requests the Commission on Narcotic Drugs, as the entitgdiag the
preparations for the special session by addresaihgrganizational and substantive
matters in an open-ended manner, to report to thee@l Assembly at its special
session on the preparations that have been undertbde the session, through the
Chair of the Board tasked by the Commission with tireparations for the special
session, which was established by the Commissionitén decision 57/2 of
4 December 2014;

5. Also requests the Commission on Narcotic Drugs to produce a tshor
substantive, concise and action-oriented documempcising a set of operational
recommendations, based upon a review of the imphéamtion of the Political
Declaration and Plan of Action, including an asse=st of the achievements as well
as ways to address long-standing and emerging erigdls in countering the world
drug problem, within the framework of the three eimtational drug control
conventions and other relevant United Nations ursgnts, and decides that the
document, to be recommended for adoption at tha@agwie of the special session,
should, inter alia, address measures to reach fectiee balance between supply
and demand reduction and address the key causes@rskquences of the world
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drug problem, including those in the health, saciaiman rights, economic, justice
and security fields, in line with the principle obmmon and shared responsibility;

6. Reiterates the importance of an inclusive preparatory processliuding
extensive substantive consultations, and encouraggsns, entities and specialized
agencies of the United Nations system, relevanterirdtional and regional
organizations, civil society, academia, the scimtcommunity and other relevant
stakeholders to continue to fully contribute to thecess by actively participating
in the preparations by the Commission on Narcotitd3, in accordance with the
relevant rules of procedure and established prarctic

7. Encourages all Member States, observer States and obsereecorsider
being represented at the special session at theehkigpossible level;

8. Also encourages all Member States, observer States and obserwers t
consider the possible participation of youth repreatives at the special session;

9. Reaffirms its decision in resolution 67/193 to conduct tipedal session
and its preparatory process from within existingular budget resources;

10. Invites Member States and other donors to provide extrgbtaty
resources for the purposes set out in the presdlution, in accordance with the
rules and procedures of the United Nations.
